Rule 145

USE OF TELEPHONE OR OTHER ELECTRONIC
CONFERENCE

The court may use a telephone or other electronic conference to con-
duct any hearing or conference other than a trial on the merits. For a trial
on the merits, K.S.A. 60-243(a) applies. The court may require the par-
ties to reimburse the court for any costs incurred.
