* Connection is one of the strongest indicators to successfully meeting goals



Engagement continued....

* Acknowledgement of the power differential
* Client’s mistrust of the system

* Three main skills to aid in engagement:
* Professionals including parents in planning
* Professionals being caring and supportive

* Professionals praising parents for their
efforts, ideas or achievements
